The submitted plans failed to show that the proposed development was 
                                                 on a hillside and not as suggested on a flat land.

                                          c).   Due to the elevation of the land and the fact that there would only be a 
                                                 single dropped kerb, it was believed that it would be impractical to get 
                                                 the stated numbers of cars parked on-site.  
                                          d).  The extension at number 1A Hawthorn Close, not shown on the 
                                                 submitted plans, would have a large area of it in permanent shade.
