    3).  Budget and Precept Proposals for 2009/2010 and Revised Estimates for 2008/2009

           a). Introduction



        The Clerk and Responsible Finance Officer summarised the Budget and Precept 

                        Proposals for 2009/2010 and the Revised Estimate details for 2008/2009 contained in his 

                        report.  He explained that the proposals before Council were those agreed by the Finance 

                               and General Purposes Committee at their meeting on 27th November 2008 where it was 

                               AGREED to RECOMMEND to Council that the net budget requirement for 2009/2010 

                               should be £62,580, including new bids and a net revised budget requirement for 

                               2008/2009 of £67,365, which included agreed supplementary estimates.  

            b). Change in Council Tax Base 2009/2010 


                  The Clerk and Responsible Officer then informed the meeting that earlier in the day he 

                  had received notification from the V.W.H.D.C. that the tax base (which was the amount 

                  that would be raised by a charge of £1 on the number of Band D equivalent properties in 

                  the parish), had increased from £1,677.60 to £1,696 .40. This meant that the projected 

                  Council Tax figure and increase for 2009/2010, shown in the report now needed 

                  amending to £36.89 an increase of 6.6% or 4.42p a week.   

            c). Budget Proposals 

                              The Clerk and Responsible Finance Officer explained the estimated level of balances at 

                              31/3/2009 and 31/3/2010 on the basis of the recommended 2008/2009 ‘Revised’ and 

                              2009/2010 ‘Original’ estimates.  The estimated level of balances at 31st March 2009 had 

                              reduced due to the increase in estimated budget spent in 2008.2009 over the precept

                              amount.  

                              He also answered a number of questions from councillors about the proposed budgets

                              and reminded the meeting that within the budget report (Item 9 Balances) there was a 

                              recommendation that councillors AGREED to charge the cost of providing wooden 

                              barriers post at the Louie Memorial ‘Lower’ Playing Fields car Park (£3,800) to the 

                              General Fund rather than Playing Fields and Pavilion Development Fund, to allow the 

                              maximum level of balances in the development fund for future match funding 

                              applications.  

                 Councillor Mrs. J. Godden felt that as the proposed increase in Council Tax had reduced 

                 the Parish Council should consider increasing its budget requirement for 2009/2010 to 

                 replace balances used in 2008/2009, for hedge cutting costs she had suggested in an 

                 earlier e-mail and to make provision for any possible costs of repairing Seacourt Hall roof. 


     The remaining councillors did not support increasing the proposed budget further. 




     Councillor S. Elliott proposed and Councillor Mrs. J. Godden seconded the 

                       resolution that ‘future budget proposals/bids should be discussed at the respective 

                       spending sub-committee meetings in September of each year, with recommendations 

                       being forwarded to the Finance and General Purposes Sub-Committee meeting in 

                       November’.

She did however say that if a more senior church 

                authority subsequently requested that the Bishop undertook other duties on that day he 

                would be unable to attend the Remembrance day Service.

                   10).  NAG – ‘Your Call’ Questionnaire 

                         The Chairman of the Parish Council, Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport discussed the circulate 

                         copies of ‘Your Call’ and possible circulation means.  Many councillors felt that the 

                         questionnaire was too general in content and had little that would encourage local residents to 

                         respond to it.  It was felt that the content should be more specific, relating to local issues and 

                         concerns.  Councillor Mrs. J. Godden asked that councillors conveyed any further 

                         thoughts/comments to Councillor Mrs. Newport.   

                         Councillors SUPPORTED the view that Malcolm Denton, Chairman of the Abingdon 

                         Rural Neighbourhood Action Group should be invited to speak at the Annual Parish Meeting 

                         on Thursday 12th March 2009.  

                          Action:  Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport to report the comments to Malcolm Denton.  

                         Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport informed the meeting that the NAG might set up a web-site 

                         with relevant links and useful information.  The next parish inspection (Environment Audit) 

                         would be undertaken on Wednesday 21st January 2008. 


                11).  Progress of the Parish Action Plan

            Councillors P. C. Stevens and G. P. Parkhurst reported that there had been good progress on 

            completing the elements of the Draft Parish Plan, which they hoped would be available for 

            consultation with the Parish Council in March 2009.  Some considerable work had been 

            undertaken with local businesses, whose views would be expressed in the draft plan.  Toby 

            Warren (V.W.H.D.C.) had been extremely helpful in producing a series of statistical data. 
            Councillor G. P. Parkhurst confirmed that it was hoped to publish the final version of the 

            Parish Plan in July 2009.  Councillors were concerned as they understood that the O.R.C.C. 

            had stipulated that the grant expired on 31st March 2009.  Councillor Parkhurst believed that a 

            4 months extension had been granted for the projects completion.

            so for a copy of the correspondence confirming this fact to be forwarded to the Clerk. 

    12).  Allotments – Plots  95 and 97 



                 Councillor G. P. Parkhurst presented the report on behalf of Councillor Mrs J.C. Laver, 

                               Chairman of the Allotments Sub-Committee, to allow polytunnels to be erected on plots 95 

                               and 97 as they could not be used currently due to the large amounts of clay which had been 

                               illegally dumped there over a number of years.  Removing the clay would cost about £2,000.

                               Councillors asked a number of questions and indicated that they supported the proposals in 

                               principle, provided that the Allotments Sub-Committee: -

                               a).  Consult with existing tenants about the proposed change of use and report their views, if 

                                     possible, to January 2009 meeting of the Parish Council.

                               b). Establish the proposed size of the polytunnels and report that information to Councillor 

                                     P. C. Stevens, Chairman of the Planning Committee, so he can determine whether they 

                                     need planning permission. 

                               c).  Confirm that the polytunnels will not be used for commercial purposes.

                               d).  Confirm that there will be no costs falling on the Parish Council.

                               e).  Change their constitution to allow the use of polytunnels.


                        f).   That before the plots are allocated for polytunnels, they are offered to the other people on 

                                     the current waiting list. 

                              g).   That each plot is allocated to a different person.   

                              Action: Councillor G. P. Parkhurst to discuss the requirements with Councillor Mrs. J. C. 

                              Laver and report their findings, if possible, to the January 2009 Parish Council meeting. 

                              Councillors also asked that the Allotments Sub-Committee reviewed the tenancy conditions, 

                              updating them where relevant and considered ways in which the allotment waiting list could 

                              be reduced.

Council then UNANIMOUSLY passed a resolution under the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 Section 1, extended by the Local Government Act 1972 Section 100 that the following business was confidential as it involves the unauthorised use of Parish Council land by a parishioner(s) and as such the press and public were excluded from that part of the meeting.
