                            sewage overflow problems in the locality.  Investigations into the 

                            network capacity issues in the area are underway and until these are 

                            complete and any resulting required improvements to the network to 

                            alleviate existing capacity constraints have been carried out, the 

                            development would be premature and would therefore exacerbate known 

                            drainage problems in the locality. As such, the proposal is contrary to 

                            Policies DC8, DC9 and DC13 of the adopted V.W.H. Local Plan 2011, 

                            Policies CC7 and NRM1 of the South East Plan and advice contained 

                            within PPS23 ‘Planning and Pollution Control’ and PPS25 

                            ‘Development and Flood Risk’.      

                            In the absence of financial contributions to meet the need for improved 

                            locals services and infrastructure generated by the development, the 

                            proposal would result in a detrimental impact on existing services and 

                            social infrastructure.  As such, the proposal is contrary to Policy DC8 of 

                            the adopted V.W.H. Local Plan 2011 and Policy CC7 of the South East 

                            Plan.
