SUPPORTING WORKING PAPERS

Allotment rents are due on 30th September, so half of the total receipt of £315.50 is a pre-payment of £157.75 i.e.: a creditor.

b) Accountancy and Audit fees for 2000-2001 have now been paid in 2002-2003 and are shown as creditors.  Accountancy and Audit fees still remain to be paid for 2001-2002 and the fees for the Independent Internal Auditor and accounts preparation are estimated at £500 and are therefore further creditor.   The telephone bill and Inland Revenue (PAYE/Tax.) were expenses incurred in 2001-2002 and paid after the year-end, so they are also creditors, making a total of £1,889.01  The insurance premium of £1,031.89 was paid in May and June 2001 and covers the period 1st June 2001 to 31st May 2002.  These payments include two months prepayment of £172.06.  The net figure (i.e. £1,889.01 - £172.06) is an adjustment of £1,716.95

Allotment hedge cutting re: A.R. Harvey for £133.33 was paid in 2002/2003 and is therefore a creditor.

d)
The dog bin emptying service in the playing field for £55.80, the playing fields mowing for March 2002 for £106.14, the payment to Wickstead Leisure for £112.30 for the purchase of playground equipment,  and hedge cutting for £25.00 were expenses incurred in 2001-2002 and paid after the year and are therefore creditors totalling £299.34.
