NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2004

1 ASSETS

Assets are defined as land, buildings, vehicles, plant and equipment with a significant value in relation to the Parish’s financial activities.

During the year, the Parish Council purchased a new answering machine and fax, a laminator and a set of letter/parcel weighing scales for administration purposes and a McCulloch Trim Mac 210 petrol strimmer for use in the playing fields, at a total cost of £271.42

During the year, the Council disposed of a faulty answering machine and fax. 

The net asset value for office equipment increased during the year by £41.43 and the net asset value of sports equipment etc. increased by £79.99.

The Council is currently exploring the possibility of redeveloping or replacing the pavilion and is in discussions with the local Army Cadet Force who have indicated that they may be able to provide some funding for a joint user agreement. External and Internal Audit fees for 2003/200, estimated as £410.00 will be paid in 2004/2005 and are 


therefore creditors. Further creditors totalling £29.83 have been raised for literature from O.L.A.C. and 


telephone costs of £11.08, both of which were expenses incurred in 2003/2004 and paid after the year-end.


The total creditors raised under the administrative heading amount to £439.83.  The insurance premium of 

                  £1,357.62 was paid in May 2003 and covers the period 1st June 2003 to 31st May 2004.  This payment

                  includes two months prepayment of £226.27.  
The net figure is an adjustment of £213.56 (i.e. £439.83 –

                  £226.27).

A payment of £170.00 to A.R. Honey for cutting the allotment hedge in 2003/4, is to be paid in 2004/2005 

                 and is therefore a creditor.

c)
The dog bin emptying service (V.W.H.D.C.) in the playing field for 13 weeks to 31st march 2004 of  £63.80 and the playing fields mowing (A.J. Baxter) for March 2004 of £99.49 were expenses incurred in 2003-2004 and paid in 2004/2005 and are therefore creditors totalling £163.29.

Only unrecoverable VAT should be shown in the accounts.  VAT that is recoverable is a debtor as it offsets 


the expenditure incurred on VAT.  As such, both the income and expenditure is taken out of the accounts to 


reflect this fact.  VAT of £1,580.83 is re-imburseable for 2004/05 and is shown in the balance sheet as a 


debtor.

The V.W.H.D.C. has agreed a grant for the Wildlife Amenities area up to a maximum of £3,000, based on expenditure incurred.  The grant is payable on completion of the project.  Expenditure incurred to date is £2,200 and is shown as a debtor in the balance sheet.
