NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 MARCH 2005

1 ASSETS

Assets are defined as land, buildings, vehicles, plant and equipment with a significant value in relation to the Parish’s financial activities.

During the year, the Parish Council purchased a new shredder and heavy duty staple gun for administration purposes and 2 x 5 litre sprayers for use in the playing fields, at a total cost of £120.96.

Following the replacement of a damaged bus shelter by the Oxford Bus Company and discussions with the Council’s insurers, the total insurance/replacement value of the 3 Council owned bus shelters has been increased by £3,000 to £10,500.

During the year, no assets were disposed other than the damaged bus shelter, which was replaced by the Oxford Bus Company. 

The net asset value for office equipment increased during the year by £70.98 and the net asset value of sports equipment etc. increased by £49.98.

The basis of the valuation of the Pavilion remains at insurance value and the other items are based on actual cost.  The Parish Council has advanced its negotiations with the Army concerning building a new community building /army cadet training hall on the current pavilion site.  The Army architects are currently drawing up detailed plans of the proposed building and once completed will discuss their proposals with the Parish Council.  The army have indicated that they will probably have funds in the region of £250,000 available in 2005/2006 to pay for the building, with the Parish Council providing the land and a minimal contribution to the build and internal decoration costs.  With this in mind it was decided not to incur any further costs in getting the pavilion revalued as it will be demolished once the proposals go ahead.

A de minimis level of £1,000 has been adopted for all assets except the land holding, sports and office equipment.

Expenditure of  £115.97 to A. J. Baxter for mowing the playing fields in March 2005 and £26.00 to T. H. Neale for mowing the village green were expenses incurred in 2004-2005 and will be paid in 2005-2006.  They are therefore creditors amounting to £131.97.

d)
Only unrecoverable VAT should be shown in the accounts.  VAT that is recoverable is a debtor as it offsets 


the expenditure incurred on VAT.  As such, both the income and expenditure is taken out of the accounts to 


reflect this fact.  VAT of £1,162.82 is re-imburseable for 2005/06 and is shown in the balance sheet as a 


debtor.

The V.W.H.D.C. has agreed a grant for the Wildlife Amenities area up to a maximum of £3,000.00, based on expenditure incurred.  The grant is payable on completion of the project.  Expenditure incurred to date is now £3,000.00 and is shown as a debtor in the balance sheet.
