Any question or statement raised in relation to relevant Parish Council work will be allocated a maximum of 5 
minutes presentation time, and must be notified in writing, (e-mail if you prefer to do this), to the Chairman of the
Council (or Parish Clerk), no later than 72 hours before the scheduled start time of the Council meeting.

          Any question in relation to an agenda item will be allocated a maximum of 5 minutes presentation time, and must 

          Be notified in writing, (e-mail if you prefer to do this), to the Chairman of the Council (or Parish Clerk), no later 

          than 2.00pm on the day before the scheduled start time of the Council meeting.  Copies of questions or statements 

          will be circulated to councillors in advance of the meeting so that they can consider their contents.    
In the case of petitions, the person presenting the petition is allowed a maximum of 3 minutes to present the petition, then Councillors are allowed time to ask questions for clarification purposes, which may be fact finding, or to establish the accuracy of information in or driving the petition.  Petitions must be in writing, in the correct format and must reach the Parish Clerk by 9am on the working day before the meeting at which the petition will be 
presented. 
Should a delegation wish to meet the Council they should appoint a spokesperson to act on their behalf, prior to the 
meeting.
