Elliott and seconded by Councillor P. R. Massey ‘that the Parish Council SUPPORTS 

the RECOMMENDATION of the Web-Site Working Group that the Council purchases 

the ‘Interactive’ version of a web-site package from Vision Websites.  

There are also a number of additional enhancements, which could also be purchased, 

and these needed to be evaluated.  Councillors AGREE that once the initial package has

been purchased, the Web-Site Working Group has authority to order any other 

enhancements appropriate to the Council’s web-site, provided that the cost remains

within the approved budget for 2005/2006’.

 Draft Unaudited Final Accounts for 2004/2005

    The Clerk and RFO summarised his report and the financial position as at 31st March 2005 as 

    shown in the unaudited accounts.

    Councillor Mrs. A. Dykes proposed and Councillor G. A. Griffiths supported the resolution ‘that the Council AGREE the unaudited accounts and that the Chairman of the Parish 


Council signs the accounts for the year ended 31st March 2005, for presentation to the independent internal auditor. 

          When put to the vote councillors UNANIMOUSLY SUPPORTED the resolution.


 5).
Seat and Bin at the Junction of Cedar and Chestnut Road 

Councillors CONSIDERED the summarised outcome of the consultation process which 

resulted in a 45.71% return.  The number of questionnaires returned was 64 of which 44 

(68.75%) were in favour of keeping the seat and bin on the same plot of land and 20 (31.25%) 

wanted the seat and bin moved to a different location.  

Councillor P. C. Pheysey-Jones proposed and Councillors G. A. Griffiths and S. Elliott 

seconded the resolution ‘that the Council SUPPORTS the views of a clear majority of 

residents that the seat and bin is kept in its current location’.    



When put to the vote councillors UNANIMOUSLY SUPPORTED the resolution.





The Chairman of the Parish Council, Councillor E. Batts, proposed and Councillor P.C. 




Pheysey-Jones seconded the resolution ‘that following a number of suggestions from 




parishioners who took part in the consultation process, councillors on the Highways 




Sub-Committee meet with Graham Sillman to see what the likely costs would be, if the 




Seat and bin were moved to the Toynbee Close end of the plot of land and turned 




around so that 
people using the seat would have views of the local hills and part of Port 




Meadow.  The Highways Sub-Committee would then meet to discuss their findings with 




a view of recommending a course of action to the Parish Council’.   



When put to the vote councillors UNANIMOUSLY SUPPORTED the resolution.



It was also AGREED that as the comments made by parishioners were of a confidential nature all the confidential summaries of the parishioners comments should be returned to the Clerk for shredding.

05/14         REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.

County Councillor Mrs. J. Godden reminded councillors that she now represented the new county Council division of North Hinksey and Wytham, which included Farmoor and the Dean Court Ward of Cumnor Parish Council.  She would still be holding monthly surgeries in Botley library on the first Saturday of each month.  The Conservative Group now had overall control on the County Council, which meant that the previous joint alliance between the Conservatives and Liberal Democrats on the County Council had ended.

County Councillor Godden had been appointed as the Shadow Cabinet member for Community Care and Partnership with the N.H.S.

District Councillor T. Quinlan informed the meeting that Councillor Silvia Patterson had been appointed Chairman of the V.W.H.D.C’s Development and Control Committee, he had been appointed Vice-Chairman of the same committee and that Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport was a member of the committee.  

District Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport informed the meeting that there had been a number of objections to the V.W.H.D.C’s Draft Local Plan 2011.  Two of the objections involved the failure to include the following proposed local developments in the plan, namely, a development of 86 properties on land bordering Poplar Road/Tilbury Lane, and a development of 180 properties on land east of Fogwell Road.
