                  The Chairman, Mrs. B. A. Newport reported that she had approved the following two items of

                   07/46/a  Consideration of competing Quotations for Play Equipment on the Assumption 

                                 that ‘The Big Lottery’ Application will be Successful  (Urgent item as the 

                                 V.W.H.D.C. must complete their bid application by Friday 24th August 2007)

Councillor Eric Batts reported that the earlier Playing Fields Sub-Committee had met to  

look at the four quotations and had been asked to reduce the contenders to two bids so 

that the VOWH DC could submit them for a possible Big Lottery application.  He 

reported the decision had been to select Playdale and Kompan as potential providers.  

Other councillors not on the committee had also completed their secret ballot forms and 

these were added to those from the earlier meeting and these confirmed that the two 

chosen schemes met with approval of those present.

Councillor Newport requested that the letters and communication to all four companies 

should only be from Councillor Batts and Alan Stone as it would need a sensitively 

worded letter.  It would also remind them that when we require further equipment we 

would involve them again.

Councillor Batts also reported that the water diviner had attended the copse and 

indicated three places where he said water was flowing 5ft below the surface.  He also 

commented that the large willow trees will also be water hungry.  He agreed with the 

Clerk that his fee will only be charged if excavations reveal the presence of water.
