         Councillors NOTED the following: -

          That Council had received the following details/sent the following correspondence: -

· ORCC were organising a meeting on Thursday 14th February 2008, at 2pm at The Holt Hotel, near steeple Aston, for representatives of County, District and Parish Councils, whose parishes will be directly affected by the published network changes proposals on 5th February 2008.
· The Chairman of the Parish Council, Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport had been invited to serve on the Advisory Group to the recently formed Elms Road Children’s Centre.
· The V.O.W.H.D.C. Chair, Councillor Julie Mayhew-Archer had recently hosted a reception to thank those who had invited her to events during the last year.  Councillor Mrs. Briony Newport and Roy Newport were invited from the Parish Council and enjoyed the evening.  Councillor Mayhew-Archer had attended the N.H.P.C. Remembrance Day Service and two other Botley community events.   
· V.W.H.D.C. had notified the Council that it had made some changes to the way that people could submit planning applications.  (Details copied to Councillor Stevens)

· V.W.H.D.C. had notified the Council of a Flood Protection Products Fair at The Guildhall, Abingdon, on Thursday 7th February 2008, from 3pm – 8pm.
             (Details put up on Council noticeboards)

· The Department of Communities and Local Government had forwarded a consultation booklet (33 pages) on ‘Orders and Regulations Relating to the Conduct of Local Authority Members in England’ and sought individual views from Councillors on its proposals.
A copy of the proposals could be obtained by contacting the Clerk and responses should be sent by post or e-mail to arrive by Friday 15th February 2008. 

· The amount collected for the Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal 2007 at the Remembrance Day Service 2007 was £243.85.  The total collected for the area was £5,589.42.  

· The Clerk reported that the Council’s photocopier had stopped producing eligible copiers. 
           The machine which was 5 ½ years old was being looked at to see if it could be repaired 

           by Thames Valley Copiers, based at Wootton, Abingdon.  Councillor P.C. Pheysey-Jones 

           felt that 5 ½ years was a reasonable life for a photocopier and that the Council should 

           consider whether it was economical to repair anyway.  It was UNANIMOUSLY 

           AGREED that decision on whether to get the machine repaired or purchase a new or re-

           conditioned machine would be made by the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Parish Clerk 

           on receipt of the estimated cost of repair report.  

       07/104      COUNCIL MATTERS

           1).   Review of the Start Time for Parish Council Meetings

 Councillor P. C. Pheysey-Jones explained his reasons for requesting the change in start 

 time, as he felt that the current 8.00pm start was too late for many members of the public.  

 This view gained no support with other Councillors who voted by 10 votes to 1 vote 

  (Councillor Pheysey-Jones voting against and Councillor Mrs. Newport abstained 

  from voting), to continue with the current practice of starting meetings at 8.00pm.

  2).   Speaker at Next Year’s Remembrance Day Service     

                        The Chairman of the Remembrance Day Sub-Committee, Councillor E. Batts updated the 

                          Meeting with the news that the secretary to the Bishop of Dorchester had indicated that he 

                          could be available to act as Speaker for the 2008 service.

                   3).   Provision of Additional Bus Shelters in Eynsham Road and Finmore Road (St. Pauls 

                          Crescent) 

                          Councillor Mrs. J. Godden had asked Council to consider installing some of the surplus bus 

                          shelters from Oxford City Council in Eynsham Road and St. Pauls Crescent\as the City 

                          Council had indicated that a number of the bus shelters in the City would be replaced over 

                          the next 5 years, with the majority being replaced this calendar year, starting in March.   

                          The better shelters would be recycled by the City Council to other of its areas.  Others which 

                          would be serviceable and believed to have many years of life left in them would be available 

                          once the City Council had taken all the shelters they wanted.  They would be looking for 

                          nominal fees for the shelters they pass onto other authorities.

                          Any shelters taken from the City Council would have to be installed and maintained by the 

                          Parish council including any other highways licensing costs.  The Clerk confirmed that there   

                          was no budget provision to cover the purchase, installation and future years maintenance 

                          costs.  The Chairman of the Council, Mrs. B. A. Newport reminded Councillors that they 

                          had recently set the budget and council tax figure for 2008/2009 which did not include any 

                          funds for the acquisition of additional bus shelters.

                          Councillor Mrs. J. Godden spoke in favour of the acquisition of shelters for Eynsham Road, 

                          St. Pauls Crescent and any other shelters where needed and wondered whether the costs 

                          could be met from Council balances. 

                          Currently, the majority of our shelters were maintained and replaced by Primesite Media, 

                          who financed this expenditure through advertising revenue from them.  Councillor S. Elliott 

                          enquired whether Primesite Media would be willing to put in new shelters at the stipulated 

                          sites.  The Clerk informed Councillors that Primesite Media were only interested in putting 

                          shelters on prime routes where they could recover their costs.  Councillor P. C. Pheysey-

                          Jones was firmly against the proposal, as he believed the shelters would be those that the 

                          City Council had rejected, would have high maintenance and installation costs and would be 

                           of an age where replacement parts might be difficult to obtain.



 Councillor E. Batts informed the meeting that he had spoken with the relevant officer from 

                           the City Council’s, City Works Division, who had confirmed that that they would be 

                           keeping all the good quality shelters to relocate to other of its estates.   It was the mismatch 

                           of shelters that they were would dispose of to other councils.  Councillor Batts believed it 

                           was not sensible to install any shelters until the Parish Council were aware of the intentions 

                           of the County Council and the bus operators in relation to replacement bus shelters in 

                           relation to the ‘Prime Route Bus Strategy’.


                           Councillor M. Harper believed it was a good idea to take up the offer of the bus shelters as 

                           he felt that there were a number of sites, which would gain from the installation of shelters.  

                           He acknowledged that it was important that the Council identified a source of funding 

                           before taking up any offer.

                           Councillor G. P. Parkhurst felt that it was essential that the Council found out what the 

                           County Council and bus operators intended to do regarding the Prime Route Bus Strategy.  

                           He also felt that the provision of additional local bus shelters was something the Council 

                           ought to push for when negotiating future Section 106 Developers Contributions.  



 The Chairman of the Council, Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport was not convinced of the 

                           need for shelters in the Eynsham Road or St. Pauls Crescent as she believed there was no 

                           evidence that either bus stop was used to any great extent. 

                           Councillor Mrs. Newport then asked Councillor Parkhurst as Chairman of the 

                           Highways Sub-Committee to consider this item at the next Highways Sub-Committee 

                           and bring a report back to the Council, which identified sites where bus shelters might 

                           be installed, the full cost of doing so and how the expenditure would be financed. 

                           Action:  The Clerk to contact the bus companies to determine usage at the given stops and 

                           to enquire whether any plans had been formalised in relation to the proposed Prime Bus 

                           Route Strategy. 

                           Action:  Councillor Parkhurst to bring a report back to a future meeting of the Council in 

                           relation to the installation of other bus shelters and the means of financing the 

                            proposals. 

                   4).    Housing Mix 

                           The Chairman of the Planning Committee Councillor P. C. Stevens briefly discussed the 

                           reply from Roger Hood.  Councillors felt that the response did not address many of the 

                           issues raised in the original letter about the large number of additional dwellings in the 

                           Parish including new flats from the conversion of family housing.  Councillors were pleased 

                           with the news that Thames Water had decided to object to any proposal in the Botley area 

                           that would lead to an increase in the loading of the public sewer network. 

                           Action:  Councillor Stevens to draft a response to Roger Hood’s letter for consideration at 

                           the next meeting of the Planning committee on 14th February 2008. 

                   5).   Grant Application – Vale House 

                           Councillor G. P. Parkhurst explained that the Parish Council had received a grant 

                           application from Vale House (Botley Alzheimer’s Home) towards the maintenance of the 

                           buildings, replacement of carpets, bedding and travel.  No grant amount had been specified. 

                           The Parish Council had not grant aided this organisation since the Parish Council changed 

                           its qualifying policy for grants in 2006.  Vale House was a fee charging organisation, the 

                           costs of which were recovered from residents either directly or through Social Services.

                           In deciding the criteria the Parish Council had placed great emphasis on the desire to grant 

                           aid local organisations that were open to and provided a direct benefit to residents in North 

                           Hinksey.

                           This decision was taken in support of the Section 137 expenditure (free resource) rules, 

                           which allows Parish Council’s to spend for any purpose, which in its opinion is in the 

                           interest of, or will directly benefit the area or its inhabitants, or part of it, or some of it.   


 
  Councillor Mrs. J. Godden believed the council should grant aid the Vale house as it did a 

                           considerable amount of good work she believed sought grants to help fund their 

                           expenditure.  This view was supported by Councillor Mrs. J. Bartlam, whilst other 

                           Councillors expressed the view that the Parish Council should not be seen to be using grant 

                           aid to reduce the fees that would be charged to residents, if that was the case and wondered 

                           why additional financial help had not been sought from the County Council Social Services 

                           Department.  Councillors asked the Clerk to write to Vale House to clarify a number of 

                         issues.  

                           Action:  The Clerk to write to Vale House and ask to see a copy of their balance sheet 

                           which would identify the level of balances held and how many of the beneficiaries were 

                           North Hinksey residents before they were admitted to Vale House.

                           Action:  The Grants Working Group to re-examine the current criteria for granting 

                           financial aid to local organisations.                   

                    6).  Request for Use of the Louie Memorial Playing Field by the Botley Festival 2008

                           Councillor Batts reminded Councillors of the importance of ensuring the Botley Festival 

                           Committee had adequate public liability insurance for the event, including the use of the 

                           Louie Memorial Pavilion.
                           Councillors Batts, Mrs. Godden, Harper, Stevens and Whiting then left the room and took 

                           no part in the debate or decision making process.        

                           The Chairman of the Parish Council, Councillor Mrs. B. A. Newport explained that the

  Council had received a request for the use of the Louie Memorial Playing Field on 21st 

                           June 2008, for recreational purposes in connection with the Botley Festival 2008.  She was 

                           disappointed that ‘The Sprout’ magazine had advertised the event in their current issue 

                           before the Parish Council had considered this request.    

                           Councillors heard from Bert Beuzeval, who was the Festival Co-ordinator.  He explained 

                           that plans were not well advanced at the moment but they would be progressed in the near 

                           future.  He was not sure what activities would take place, as this was dependent on the 

                           levels of interest.

                           Councillors AGREED that the Botley Festival could use the Louie Memorial playing field 

                           and Louie Memorial Pavilion free of charge for the event.  They would however have to pay 

                           for the pitch to be marked out and be responsible for setting up the goal posts and ensuring 

                           that the goals posts etc. were returned to the L. M. Pavilion or secured within the securing 

                           bars on the end of the building nearest Arnolds Way. 

                           Councillors AGREED that the following conditions should apply to the agreed letting: -

                           a). Adequate public liability insurance to be held by the organisers.  A copy of the insurance 

                                cover to be shown to the Chairman of the Parish Council and the Parish Clerk, at least 14 

                                days before the event).  Insurance to cover both the event and use of the L.M. Pavilion.  

                           b). Adequate public liability insurance must be held by the operators of any rides,  

                                fairground rides or amusements.  It is the responsibility of the event organisers to ensure 

                                this is the case and confirm that in writing to the Parish Council within 72 hours of the 

                                event taking place.                       

                           c). There will be no charge for the hire of the playing field or the L. M. Pavilion.

                           d). The organisers will have to pay the cost of marking out the football pitch.

                           e). The organisers will arrange for an adequate level of first aid to be present during the 

                                festival.

                           f).  The organisers to agree that they will be responsible for the repair/re-instatement to any 

                                 damage incurred at the playing field or in the L. M. Pavilion.

                           g).  The organisers to make it clear to participants or people attending the Botley Festival 

                                 that the Parish Council accepts no liability for any harm, injury, loss, damage etc. 

                                 resulting from attendance at, or participating in the Botley Festival.

                           h).  If the Parish Council is not satisfied that all the stipulated conditions are met then it has 

                                 the right to cancel the event and will not be liable for any costs previously or 

                                 subsequently incurred. 

                           It was UNANIMOUSLY AGREED that the playing field and pavilion would only be let 

                           on the basis that all the prescribed conditions have been agreed and met.

                           Action:  The Clerk to write to the Chairman of the Parish Plan Steering Committee and 

                           requests that it agrees in writing to all the conditions attached to the hire of the Louie 

                           Memorial playing field and Pavilion. 

                   7).    Progress on the Redevelopment of the Children's Play Area, Louie Memorial ‘Lower’

                           Playing Field. 

                           (NB:  This will be a regular agenda item until the work is completed) 
                           The Chairman of the Playing Fields Sub-Committee, Councillor E. Batts informed the 

                           meeting that he had been appointed as the Parish Council’s representative on the Vale’s 

                           Project (Implementation) and Project Management (Review/Oversee) teams with regard to 

                           the delivery of the project within the Big Lottery Guidelines.  Councillor T. Whiting had 

                           arranged for the children at Botley and North Hinksey Primary Schools to give their views

                           on the two different sets of play equipment.  Councillor Batts had met with the V.W.H.D.C., 

                           who were waiting for the results of the consultation to enable a start on delivering the 

                           project.  

                           V.W.H.D.C. would manage the project on behalf of the Council and their Access Officer 

                           would undertake a site visit to assess the most appropriate route for disabled access.

                           The Vale would forward details of 2 further contractors who would provide estimates for 

                           work on the disabled path.

                           Councillors AGREED that the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the Parish Council 

                           and the Chairman of the Playing Fields Sub-Committee, be delegated authority to 

                           AGREE the preferred contractor, provided that that there is not a split vote at the 

                           primary schools.  This will allow the contract works to progress as soon as possible, rather 

                           than having to wait until the next Parish Council meeting. 

                    8).   Raleigh Park

                                  Councillors considered a request from Oxford City Council that the Parish Council become 





   involved in the direct or indirect funding of a kissing gate entrance to Raleigh Park from 

                                  Westminster Way.  The land is owned by Oxford City Council, although it is situated 

                                   within the parish boundary. 




     Councillor E. Batts informed the meeting that any work at the proposed site would require 

          additional highways works as the public footpath would need extending.  He also felt that 

          prior to any works being undertaken it was essential that local residents should be 

          consulted to determine their views/concerns, as Raleigh Park Road was already suffering 

          from numerous cars that were being parked and left there for long periods of time.

          A number of Councillors felt that there was already a perfectly good entrance gate to 

          Raleigh Park that was situated at the top of Raleigh Park Road.  Councillor P. C. 

          Pheysey-Jones believed that as Oxford City Council owned the land they should be 

          responsible for providing and paying for any new entrance.  He was also concerned that if 

          the Parish Council led on the gates installation it would then become responsible for any 

          future costs in relation to the gate.  Councillor Mrs. A. Dykes reminded the meeting that 

          there was already a 5-barred gate to the park that was within close proximity of the 

          proposed kissing gate.    

                                   Councillor G. P. Parkhurst and Mrs. J. Godden supported the idea of a new pedestrian link 

                                   to the park from Westminster Way.  The Chairman, Councillor Mrs B. A. Newport could 

                                   see the sense of having a new entrance gate but proposed that residents should be first 

                                   consulted on the suggestion.





    Councillor Mrs, B. A. Newport proposed and Councillor E. Batts seconded the 

                                   resolution that ‘the Parish Council write to the residents of Raleigh Park Road and  

                                   Westminster Way (near the proposed site of the kissing gate) to determine their 

                                   views/concerns or support for the proposal’.    


                                   Councillors SUPPORTED the resolution by 7 votes to 4 votes.     
                           9).   Appointment of an Internal Auditor for the 2007/2008 Accounts

                                  Councillors discussed the circulated letter from BR Consulting Ltd and NOTED the further 

                                  Reduction in time allowed for the completion, audit and approval of the final accounts for 

                                  2007/2008.

                                  Councillor E. Batts proposed and Councillor T. Whiting seconded the resolution 

                                  that ‘the Council re-appoints BR Consulting Ltd as the Council’s Internal Auditor for

                                  the 2007/2008 accounts’.  
                           Councillors UNANIMOUSLY SUPPORTED the resolution.

07/105     REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS.

                County Council



County Councillor Mrs J. Godden informed the meeting that the Botley Library had again flooded 

                during the recent heavy rain.  This was disappointing as it was thought that remedial works 

                undertaken to the site sewers had solved the flooding problem as the Botley Library had not 

                flooded during the heavy rains last summer. 

                Councillor Mrs. J. Godden had recently attended a meeting to discuss the proposed Wolvercote 

                Flyover works and had queried why this Council had not been invited to attend.  Action: 
                Councillor E. Batts agreed to raise this problem at the next available opportunity.    

                District Council

                District Councillor T. Quinlan informed the meeting that the Vale’s Development Control

                Committee had considered the Parish Council’s request to write to residents of Elms Road, to 

                explain why they were agreeing to the removal of a planning condition attached to the Elms Road 

                flats application for the removal of additional parking in Elms Road.  Councillor T. Quinlan 

                informed the meeting that the V.W.H.D.C. had commissioned consultants to look at the parking 

                situation and they had reported back that there was no need for further parking.  The Vale would 

                therefore not be writing as it was not standard practice to do so.    



The Parish Clerk explained that the Parish Council had already been asked for an explanation.  He 

                reminded the meeting that residents in Elms Road had only agreed not to oppose the original 

                application for 30 flats as the builder had agreed to provide additional residents parking in Elms 

                Road.  Bearing in mind that the builder had since applied to increase the number of flats to 38, 

                without any corresponding increase in on-site parking provision, they could not understand how 

                the Vale’s Development Control Committee could conclude that additional parking was now not 

                needed.  Residents sought an explanation to justify what they considered to be an illogical 

                decision.  Councillor Quinlan confirmed he would personally do a note for the residents of Elms 

                Road.



Councillor Quinlan informed the meeting that he had arranged for the Vale Housing Association 

                to investigate the flooding problem experienced by one of the residents of a bungalow in Seacourt 

                Road.  Water running off of the fields at the back of the property was the main reason for the 

                flooding and the Vale’s District Engineer, the Vale Housing Association and Oxford University as

                owners of the field were now liasing to address the problem.
